· 15 hours of highly interactive peer mediation instruction from highly qualified student and adult mediation trainers, all of whom have fingerprints and background checks on file with Maricopa County.

· 5 hours of follow-up workshops, scheduled at the convenience of the participating school and tailored to the particular needs and interests of the student mediators. These 5 hours may be divided in any way the school wishes throughout the academic year. 

· All training and follow-up workshop materials (NO limit on group size!).
